4.  Select at least two (2) alternate courses.  If you do not, and any of your selections are unavailable, an alternate may be chosen for you.

5.  Have your parent look over your transcript, graduation requirements, and choices and sign the Course Selection Sheet.

6.  An override form is required if you insist on being placed in a course for which you cannot obtain permission.  The form can be obtained from Mr. O’Dell.
7.  Sign the Course Selection Sheet yourself and return it to your Theology teacher by the date given.

8.  Within a few weeks, you will be called to the office to discuss your course selections with Mr. Pressey.
